Keep in Mind
Morning drop-off 

Students planning to eat breakfast should be dropped off at the lobby closest to the cafeteria. 

Once finished eating, students should report immediately to the gym. 

Student who are not eating breakfast should be dropped off at the side entrance to the gym. 

Student dropped off at the gym will NOT be allowed to leave the gym to go to breakfast. 

Breakfast will NOT be served after 7:30am. 
Breakfast & Break:

Breakfast will ONLY be served in the morning before school.

Student who wish to eat something during break MUST bring it from home or purchase it from the snack machines. 

Snack machines will only be operational during break.  Students are NOT allowed to purchase snacks from the machines at any other time. 
Tumblers 

You are NOT allowed to bring a yeti cup or other opaque tumbler to school this year. 

If you bring a cup it must be clear. You may only bring WATER into the classroom! 
Backpacks:

You are allowed to bring backpacks in my classroom, but they must be kept out of the way. According to school policy, all backpacks are searchable by school personnel. 

Cell Phone in School 

Cellphones are to be on SILENT and kept out-of-sight during instruction time. You are to put your phone in the pocket holder when entering the classroom.

You may NOT use your phone during class!
You may only use your phone during non-instructional time. Instructional time is from beginning bell to dismissal bell as defined by the school handbook. 
Use of Camera or recording is not allowed at any time during school hours. 

All devices are considered open forum and can be checked for appropriate content. 

· 1st offense – detention & student can pick up phone at the end of the day. 
· 2nd offense – detention & Parent must pick up phone at the end of the day. 
· 3rd offense –2 detentions and phone is kept 10 days and must be picked up by a parent. 
· 4th offense – 5 days of Alternative school and phone is kept until last day of school. 
Offenses do NOT start over second semester. 
Dress code: 
No Major changes to policy. Sweatpants are allowed. Gym shorts/athletic shorts are not allowed.  Piercings: ears and “small stud” in nose are the only allowed piercings.

Tattoos: offensive tats (as deemed by the Principal) must be covered at all times. 

· If clothing is too short, too low, or too tight you will be sent to the office.

Behavior/conduct Expectations and consequences

Conduct Grades and Awards 
· Each student will earn a numeric conduct grade each nine weeks. 

· Each conduct mark a student earns is equal to -1 point. 

· Conduct marks will be issued after ONE verbal warning. 
· Conduct marks are carried over in each class. (i.e.: Students can earn only 15 marks per grading period regardless of how many teachers he or she has; it does not start over once the student changes classes.) {in 9th grade conduct marks are for our class only and do not carry over}
· Homework is not included in the student conduct grade.  (except in 9th grade)
· There will be an award each grading period for students will an 85 or better in conduct.

· There will be an off campus award each semester for student with an 85 or better both grading periods.   (awards are for 5-8 only) 
Conduct marks & consequences 

5 = parent contact 

10 = lunch detention (after school detention for 9th grade) 
15 = lunch detention and after-school detention and no longer eligible for the award (2 after school detentions for 9th grade) 
Examples of conduct which could result in a warning/conduct mark: (Not all violations are listed) 
Being unprepared: 
· no supplies and/or textbooks, excessive tardies (more than 3 times), excessive request for hallpass (bathroom or locker), failure to complete in-class assignments on time
Being disrespectful:
· noncompliance to teacher requests, intentional disruption, bullying, using bad manners-rudeness, using inappropriate language, noncompliance to teacher-assistant/substitute  requests (in or out of our class), physical horseplay
Being irresponsible:
· misuse of school property (including bathrooms, hallway & cafeteria), sleeping during class, incomplete assignments, losing library or textbooks books, dress-code violations
Examples of conduct that may result is immediate consequence: (Not all violations are listed) 
· Physical harassment or assault
· Damage of School or others property 
· Misuse of Internet or other technology 

· Use of vulgar Language

· Use of Sexual, Racial, Ethnic, Religious slurs (handbook p.25)

· Cheating
· Cellphone violation

Please note- incidences that result in immediate referral to Principal office:

· Fighting 

· Using tobacco 

· Refusal to comply with Teacher request (Defiance)

· Procession of Medication including over-the-counter
· Suspicion of drug and/or alcohol use

· Theft 
Lunch Detention 5-8 

· Lunch detention is from 12:30pm – 1:00pm. 

· Students who do not complete homework assignments or have accrued too many conduct marks will be issued a lunch detention. 

· Students are to report directly to detention and the detention supervisor will escort student to the lunch room to retrieve lunches. Being late or missing a lunch detention will result in addition consequences. 

After-school Detention
· Detention is from 3:05pm – 4:00pm every Thursday in Mrs. Partridge’s classroom. 

· After-school detention is issued for major behavior offences and for accumulated minor behavior offenses.
Rocket Prep 9-12 

· Prep time is from 11:05 – 11:35 each day. 

· Students who owe work and/or who are failing will be not be allowed to participate in this activity period. You will report to Mrs. Stokes or Mrs. Partridge for remediation until your work is completed and/or you are no longer failing. This time may also be used to schedule retests or assignment corrections.

Procedures to know
Tardies (late to class):
You are tardy if you are not in the classroom before the bell rings. 

For classes without a bell, you MUST be lined up outside the classroom, ready to enter at the scheduled time.                       3 tardies will result in a conduct mark. 
NOTE: Students who are late to school are issued a detention from Coach McClerking on the third violation. 
Class – Yes:
When I need to get your attention I will say “class”; you will immediately stop talking, look at me, and respond “Yes.” 

Bathroom:

You will be given THREE bathroom passes per semester. 

If you lose your bathroom passes, you will not be issued any more and will be treated as if you have used them.  After the 3rd pass if you need to leave the room, you will be issued a conduct mark.   ANYTIME you leave the room, you MUST signout and take the hallpass!
Absence:

If you are absent and do not make up your work within TWO school days of your absence, you will be issued a lunch detention/Rocket Prep.  Missed work will be located in the absence folder. 
Entering the Classroom & Bellringers:
Bring materials with you to class every day (PENCIL and PAPER!!!) 

Enter the classroom quietly & quickly, and take your seat. You should be in your seat ready to begin promptly at the bell. 

You will be required to keep a bellringer book EVERY day. 

You are to copy from the board the date and bellringer assignment into your composition notebook.  Bellringer books will be checked and graded regularly. 

Hallway Travel:

When we must travel the hallway, you will be expected to use good manners and to behave. We will line up single file before exiting and walk quietly in line to our destination. Horseplay and disruptive behavior will NOT be tolerated! 
Outside Reading:

You are required to read a total of FOUR books this year. You will have freedom to select your own books.  You must take the AR test and complete a book report for each book. This will be recorded as a test grade.  Failure to complete outside reading will result in a ZERO!
Two books are due before Christmas and Two before the end of the year.

Written Assignments:

All work must be legibly written in pencil or blue/black ink. I will not grade work which I cannot read nor will I accept work written in color or highlighter, etc…

Extra Credit:

I do NOT allow extra credit! If you try the first time, you will not need extra credit. 

I will occasionally allow retakes and/or corrections.  

Cheating:

You are in this class to learn to read, write, and think for yourself. Duplicating (copying) someone else’s thoughts will not lead to your success. If you cheat, you will earn a detention AND an alternative assignment. 

Bad Manners:

We will not tolerate bad manners! Bad manners include passing-gas and burping, as well as name-calling, teasing, griping/complaining, and intolerance or mistreatment of other students.       
Treat everyone the way you want to be treated!
Emergencies
Fire Drill: (fire alarm) 
Line up, exit the classroom in an orderly manner, exit the building and go to the grassy area and line up in alphabetical order.  
If you are outside our classroom, exit the building at the nearest exit and go to the nearest teacher! Do not try to return to class or to find us outside. 

Tornado Drill: (long siren) Exit the classroom in an orderly manner, find a spot on the wall opposite our classroom door and sit down to listen for father instructions.  
If you are outside our classroom, return immediately! 

Armed Intruder Drill: (code “red”)

Do NOT Panic! You must remain SILENT!! Go to the front wall and be still and quiet.  

If you are in the bathroom, stand on top of the nearest toilet and be silent.  If you are with another teacher, stay with them. Do NOT go out into the hallway!

Wait for the “all clear” announcement before coming out of hiding. 

Any horseplay during this drill will result in a detention.
Earthquake Drill: (Short beeps) Stand up from your desk and sit down in the isle beside your desk, cover your head with your arms/hands. Wait for farther instructions. 

If you are outside the classroom, drop to the floor and cover your head. Do not return to class until instructed to do so.
